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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research aims to study studerg.:Eop%igss ?nzf:g:tors
affecting vocational students with drug additions and their behaviors in Lop Buri
Province in the following aspects: social and population, personnel, environment,
and compare and classify their opinions according to sex, educational leve!,
and colleges.

The samples are 386 vocatioral students from 7 colleges under the Office of
Vocational Education Commission of Lop Buri Province. The 386 questionnaires,
the researcher made from related researches and textbooks, were distributed to
7 vocational colleges answered and retumed a 100 %. The SPSS program was
employed to calculate percentage, frsquency, mean, standard deviaiion, t-test , ANOVA
and LDS (Lest Significant Difference) test.

The results showed that:-

1) The opinions of students on factors affecting vocational students with drug
addictions and their behaviors in every aspect are at a moderate level, the personnel
and environmental aspects have the highest mean, in contrast, the social and
population have the lowest mean.

2) Comparing and classifying their opinions according to sex, educational level
and colleges, it was found that the opinions of boy and girl students on environment,
social population and personnel are significantly no different at .05. The opinions of
students with different educational level are significantly different at .01. The opinions of

students from different colleges are significantly different at .01
