This research aims to 1) study the level of expectation and the actuality of the
child-centered learning management in schools under Sing Buri Eduéational Service
Area Office, 2) study the problems of the child-centered learning management in
schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office, and 3) compare the problems
of child-centered learning management in schools under Sing Buri Educational Service
Area Office as classified by sex, position, qualification, work experience and school
size. The sample consisted of 130 administrators, 130 academic teachers, and 130
teachers working in schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office. The
questionnaire constructed by the researcher had a reliability of 0.96. The data was
analyzed by a ready-made program to calculate percentage, mean (f), standard
deviation (S.D.) t-test, F-test and Scheffe’s method.

The results indicated that:

1. the expectation level for the child-centered learning management in schools
was rated at a high level ranging in descending order of expectation: implementation of
knowledge creativity, and working with others, respectively. The actuality of the child-
centered learning management in schools was at a moderate level ranging in
descending order of expectation working with others, creativity, and implementation of
knowledge, respectively.

2. the problem of the child-centered learning management in schools was at a
moderate level ranging in descending order of their importance: creativity,
implementation of knowledge, and working with others, respectively.

3. regarding the comparison of the problems of the child-centered learning
management, it was at a statistically significant different at a level of 0.05 when
classified by sex, position, qualifications and work experience. However, it had no

statistically significant difference when classified by school size.
