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ABSTRACT
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The purposes of this research were to 1) study the readiness of factors
affecting the basic educational-curriculum administration in the schools under Lop Buri
Educational Service Area Office 1, 2) compare the readiness of factors affecting the
basic educational curriculum administration according to the opinions of administrators,
teachers, and school committee, 3) compare the readiness of factors affecting the
basic educational curriculum administration in the schools under Lop- Buri Educational
Service Area Office 1, as classified by school size.

The 393 samples taken from 196 schools were 131 administrators,
131 teachers, 131 school committee. The tools used in this research were closed
questionnaires with reliability of 0.97, divided into two parts: a check list and a 5 level
rating scale.

The data were analyzed by the ready made program to calculate percentage,
mean, standard deviation, one-way ANOVA, and the Scheffe’s Method.

The findings were as follows:

1. readiness of factors affecting the basic educational curriculum
administration in the schools under the Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office 1 in 5
aspects: personnel, buildings and materials, budgeting, co-ordination, publicizing, and
community acceptance, was rated at a high level.

2. regarding the comparison of the readiness of factors affecting the basic
educational curriculum administration according to the different status there was found
to be a statistically significant difference at the level of 0.05, namely there were 3 pairs
for personnel: administrators and teachers, administrators and school boards, and

teachers and school committee; 2 pairs for budgeting: administrators and teachers, and
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administrators and school committee; one pair for co-ordination and publicizing:
administrators and teachers; and one pair for community acceptance: administrators
and teachers.

3. For the comparison of the readiness of factors affecting the basic
educational curriculum administration according to the school size, there was found to
be a statistically significant difference at the level of 0.05, namely there are 2 pairs for
personnel: big schools and medium schools, and big schools and small schools; 3 pairs
for buildings and materials: big schools and medium schools, big schools and small
schools, and medium schools and small schools; and 1 pair for budgeting: big schools

and small schools.
