The purpose of this experimental research was to compare the learning
achievement on the Important Days of Buddhism, for Prathomsuksa IV students
between the peer tutoring group method and conventional method, Teachers’
Manual. The population were 216 Prathomsuksa IV students, 6 classes of the
second semester academic year 2004, Kumjornvit School, Muang, Lop Buri. The
peer tutoring group; experimental group (n = 36) and Teachers’ manual group;
control group (n = 36) were selected by simple random sampling technique. The
independent variables were peer tutoring method and conventional method,
dependent variables were learning achievement on Important Days of Buddhism,
for Prathomsuksa IV students included leaming score, effectiveness index (E.lL),
attitude towards Buddhism subject teaching and leamning skill. The data was
analyzed by mean, percentage, E.I. and Independent test. The results showed that
E.IL of experimental group and control group were 67% and 57% respectively. The
learning score, attitude towards Buddhism subject teaching and learning skill of the
peer tutoring group were higher than those of the teachers’ manual group at .01

level of the statistical significance.
