The purpose of this research and development was to develop the potential of using
teaching materials in Buddhism subject of the monks and novices at Wat Phra
Phuthabut Ratchawora Mahawiharn, Pra Phuthabat District, Saraburi Province.

There were two groups of the population in the study: one was 42 monks and
novices teaching Buddhism subject in schools and 635 stakeholders obtained by
stratified random sampling from 3,277 monk coordinators, students, teachers, school
administrators, including experts from related organizations.

The research framework used for developing potential of teaching materials
consisted of four aspects; material selection, preparation, presentation, and evaluation.
The study was conducted by the three-step procedures for research and development
which were to 1) study the potential condition in using teaching materials 2) search for
the development approaches of the potential in using teaching materials, and
3) develop potential in using teaching materials according to the organized approaches.

The findings were as follows:

1. The condition of the potential in using materials in teaching Buddhism of the
monks and novices were;

1.1 97 percent of the monks and novices used to use most kinds of teaching
materials, except puppets or models, real people, and audio-cassettes that 60 percent
of them had never used.

1.2 The results of the stakeholders’ evaluation revealed that the potential of
monks and novices in using teaching materials were rated at a high level in every

aspects, but from self-evaluation, there was only one aspect rated at a high level,
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teaching material selection while another three: preparation, presentation, and
evaluation, were at a moderated level.

1.3 Most monks and novices confronted the significant problems in using
teaching materials that were a lack of relevant knowledge, understanding, and experts
to give some advice. They, moreover, needed self-capability development in using
teaching materials for Buddhism subject.

1.4 Regarding the public hearing on the result of this study it was found that
the staff and the stakeholders examined and attested the results. Also, they were willing
to continue their participation in searching for solution approaches and developing the
monks and novices potential, in using materials for teaching Buddhism subject.

2. In regard to searching guidelines to develop potential in using Buddhism subject
teaching materials of the monks and novices, it was fond that the important
representatives and the stakeholders set two projects as guidelines of the potential
develop in using material in teaching Buddhism as follows:

2.1 workshop training project to develop the potential in using this materials.

2.2 a project to experiment Buddhism subject teaching of the monks and
novices at Wat Phra Phuthabat Ratchawora Mahawiharmn.

3. The resuits of the potential development in using teaching materials in Buddhism
subject showed that.

3.1 after being trained about knowledge, understanding, and principles in using
teaching materials, the leamning score was higher that that of the pre-training at 0.01
level of the statistical significance. The result of the skill evaluation on teaching planning
and teaching material producing ware rated at a high level. Moreover, the monks and
novices had positive attitude towards the first project at a high level.

3.2 the experts’ evaluation revealed that the potential in using teaching
materials in Buddhism subject of the monks and novices was totally at a high level and
the capability score of post-training was higher than that of pre-training at 0.05 level of
the statistical significance.

The post-test learning score of Prathomsuksa 6 students and Matthayomsuksa 5
students was accorded with the key performance indicators and also higher than the
pre-test at 0.01 level of the statistical significance.

The learning skill and attitude towards Buddhism subject learning taught by the

monks and novices were at a high level.
