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ABSTRACT -

The purposes of this research were to develop the curriculum for];/g?gatolurgt
guides in Bueng Chawak Chalermprakiet for Prathomsuksa 5 Students. The development
consisted of 4 stages as follows: 1) the study of the fundamental data 2) the development
of the curriculum 3) the implementation of the curriculum and 4)the evaluation and
improvement of the curriculum.

The samples were 33 of prathomsuksa 5 students from Wattachang Primary
School during the second semester of the academic year 2004. The research instruments
were questionnaires, interview forms, curriculum evaluation forms, tests, behavioral
observation forms, student work assessment forms and opinion questionnaires.
The obtained data were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, t — test dependent
and content analysis.

The maijor findings were as follows:

1. Regarding the fundamental data, it was found that the schools have to
provide education in accordance with the economic status and local society for students
to learn their local life styles which will make students love, possess and be proud of their
local area. This curriculum is also suitable for student-learning activities.

2. In regard to the curriculum development, it was found that this draft curriculum
which consisted of principles, course description, objectives, structures, contents,
learning time, learning activities, instructional media, measurement and evaluation of the
curriculum met within the range of 0.80-1.00 from which we concluded that the

components of the curriculum was relevant and suitable.
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3. The curriculum was implemented with prathomsuksa 5 students of
Wattachang School for 7 weeks, for 2 periods a week, during the second semester of the
academic year 2004. The students were interested in learning to be young tourist guides
in Bueng Chawak Chalermprakiet and enjoyed various learning activities.

4. After the results of curriculum evaluation and development, it was indicated
that the students’ learning and understanding towards being young tourist guides could
improve upon that shown before using the curriculum with statistical significance at the
level of 0.01 The students could be young tourist guides taking tourists around Bueng
Chawak Chalermprakiet. They were satisfied with the management of the curriculum for
young tourist guides which should be improved by having a flexible teaching time and

which accords with the contents.
