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The purposes of this research were to 1) study the opinions of teachers and
' students’ parents on the school administration in Tambon Paisalee Municipal District
under Nakhon Sawan Educational Service Area Office 3. 2) compare the opinions of
teachers on school administration in Tamban Paisalee Municipal District, classified by
age, and levels of education, and 3) compare the opinions of students’ parent on
school administration in Tambon Paisalee Municipal District, classified by age,
occupation and levels of education.

The sample, selected through stratified random sampling, consisted of 286
teachers and students’ parents in Tambon Paisalee Municipal District. The instrument
used with 0.93 reliability was a questionnaire, constructed by the researcher. Hundred
percent of questionnaires were returned which were analyzed by ready made program
to calculate percentage, mean( x ), standard deviation( S.D. ), t-test and F-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. The school administration in general in Tambon Paisalee Municipal District
on the opinions of teachers in 4 aspects i.e. 1.1) academic administration 1.2) budget
administration 1.3) personnel administration and 1.4) general administration was at

a high level. The academic administration aspect was lower than the others, whereas
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the average opinions of students’ parents in 4 aspects were also at a high level and the
budget administration had lower average aspects than that of the other aspects.

2. School administration in 4 aspects in the opinions of teachers and students’
parents in Tambon Paisalee Municipal District was different at .01 levels of statistical
significance.

3. For the comparison in general on the opinions of teachers towards school
administration in Tambon Paisalee Municipal District when classified by age, and
levels of education, it was found that there was no statistical significant difference at
the level of .05.

4. In regard to the opinions of students’ parents towards school administration
in general in Tambon Paisalee Municipal District when classified by age, and
occupation, it was found that there was statistical significant difference at the level of
.01 but there was no statistical significant difference in levels of education at the level

of .03.
