The purposes of this research were to 1) determine need for skill development
in using English for communication of the monks and novices at Wat Phrabuddhabat,
Phrabuddhabat District, Saraburi Province, and 2) compare need for skill
development in using English for communication of the monks and novices at Wat
Phrabuddhabat, classified by job assignment.

The informants of the study were 105 monks and novices who are living at
Wat Phrabuddhabat in 2005. The material used for collecting data was ratio
questionnaires, designed by the researcher. The reliability was 0.96. The data was
analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, F-test and Scheffe.

The results of the research can be summarized as follows:

1. The needs of the monks and novices for skill development in listening,
speaking, reading and writing were rated at a moderate level.

2. Regarding the comparison of the needs for skill development in using
English for communication of the monks and novices mentioned above, classified by
job assignment, namely government, dissemination, and education, there was found

to be no difference in all 4 skills at the statistically significant level of .05.
