The purposes of this study were to study and compare the current state
and problems with participation in school administration according to the roles of the
Fundamental School Committee under Saraburi Educational Service Area Office in 4
aspects: academic administration, budgeting administration, personnel administration
and general administration. The 348 samples were classified into three groups: the
organization grodp, the government official group, and the qualified person group.
The research instrument used was a questionnaire designed by the researcher with
0.89 reliability, The 348 completed questionnaires were returned and analyzed by a
ready-made program to calculate percentage, mean, t-test, standard deviation and
ANOVA.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The state of participation in school administration according to the roles
of the Fundamental School Committee was at a high level in 3 aspects, namely the
participation in general administration was at the highest level, followed by aca'demic
administration and budgeting administration; however the personnel administration
was at a moderate level.

2. The 'problems with participation in school administration according to the
roles of the Fundamental School Committee were at a low level in all 4 aspects. The
slightest problems were general administrations followed by budgeting administration,
personnel administration, and academic administration respectively.

3. The comparison of the state of participation in school administration

according to the.roles of the Fundamental School Committee classified by status
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was found to be different at 0.5 level of the statistical significance. The teacher group
had more participation than the organization group, the government official group
had more participation than the qualified group, and the government official group
had more participation than the qualified group. The comparison of the state of
participation of the Fundamental School Committee according to the school size in
total had no difference. However, it was found different considered in aspect, i.e. at
.05 level of statistical significance when the small size schools had more participation
than the large size schools.

4. The comparison of the problems with the participation in school
administration according to the roles of the Fundamental School Committee
classified by the status of the committee and the school size had no difference in all

and in aspect.
