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The purpose of this research was to evaluate the Higher Vocational
Certificate Curriculum of 2546 Buddhist Era in Animal Science Field of Agriculture at
College of Agriculture and Technology in the Central Area. The population was 307
stakeholders concerning the curriculum consisting of the college administrators, the
instructors and the students in the Faculty of Animal Science. The research
instruments were the questionnaires. CIPP Model was used to evaluate the curriculum
in 4 categories, context, input, process and product. The data were analyzed by using
frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean, and standard deviation.

The result of the study showed as followed:

1. The administrators, the instructors and the students were of the same
opinion in general that the context of the curriculum was appropriate at a high level.

2. For the input, it was found that the administrators and the students had a
high opinion that the structure of the curriculum was appropriate while it was
appropriate at a moderate level in the instructors’ opinion. The administrators and the
students had the same opinion in general that the contents of the curriculum were
appropriate at a high level, while they were appropriate at a moderate level in the
opinion of the instructors. The administrators, the instructors and the students gave an
opinion in general that the teaching-learning materials and textbooks were appropriate
at a moderate level. The administrators, the instructors and the students also thought
that the places for teaching and learning were appropriate at a moderate level;

however, they were rated at a high level.
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3. Regarding the process, the administrators had an idea in general that the
teaching-learning management was appropriate at a high level, while the instructors
and the students thought that it was appropriate at a moderate level. The
administrators thought that the measurement and evaluation were appropriate at the
high level in general but the instructors and the students were appropriate at the
moderate level. The administration was appropriate at the moderate level in general.

4. The administrators, the instructors and the students thought that the

product was appropriate at the moderate level in general.
