ABSTRACT
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The purposes of this research were to 1) study the needs for teaching
development of the teachers under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office, 2)
study the teaching development methods of the teachers under Sing Buri
Educational Service Area Office, and 3) compare the needs of the teachers, who
have different experiences, for teaching development.

The samples of the research, obtained by Stratified Random Sampling,
were 345 teachers under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office. The instrument
used for collecting data was a questionnaire which was divided into two parts. The
data was then analyzed by using percentage analysis, means, Standard Deviation
(S.D.) and F-test.

Results of the study revealed that the teachers’ needs and the methods of
teaching development were rated at a high level in six aspects as follows: 1)
teaching objectives 2) course contents 3) teaching techniques 4) teaching aids 5)
teaching evaluation 6) factors that support the teaching process.

Regarding the comparative result, it was found that the teachers’ needs
for teaching development, classified by teaching experiences, was not different, but
there was a significant difference in each aspect at .05 level. Those are: 1) teaching

objectives 2) evaluation 3) supporting factors in teaching process.
