The purposes of this research were to study the factual state, expected
state, and requirement of educational information system management in schools
under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office and compare those purposes
according to personnel status, school size and experience in educational information
system management.

The samples were administrators and educational information teachers in
104 schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office of the 2005 academic
year. The instrument was a questionnaire of 41 items asking about factual state,
expected state and requirement of educational information system management. The
reliability was 0.98.

The data was analyzed by percentage, mean (i), standard deviation
(S.D.), modified Priority Need Index (PNI), t-test and F-test.

The findings indicated that:

1. The following 5 aspects of expected state and requirement of
educational information system management of schools: data collecting, checking,
manipulating, filing and using were at the highest level while the factual state in
those aspects was at a high level.

2. The requirement of educational information system management of
schools in each aspect and in total of administrators and teachers was different but
had no statistical significance.

3. The requirement of educational information system management of
schools in small, medium and large size were totally statistically significantly different
at 0.05 level. When analyzing each item it was statistically significantly different at
0.01 in data filing and data using.

4. The requirements of educational information system management in
schools between administrators and teachers who had different experience was
totally significantly different at 0.01 level and so were data collecting, filing, checking,

and data using but data manipulating was different with no statistical significance.
