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 ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) study the satisfaction level of the
teachers, the third level-secondary education grades 1-3 students, the fourth level-
secondary education grades 4-6 students, and the students’ parents on the
administration in Takrawpittaya under Nakhon Sawan Educational Service Area
Office 3, 2) compare the satisfaction of the third level secondary education grades
1-3 students, the fourth level secondary education grades 4-6 students, and the
students’ parents on the school administration, 3) compare the satisfaction of the
students’ parents on the school administration classified by age, occupations, levels
of education, and grade levels of the students in the parents’ control. A

The samples of the study, obtained byVStratiﬁed Random Sampling, were
20 teachers, 80 students of the third level-secondary education grades 1-3, 60
students of the fourth level-secondary education grade 4-6 and 114 students’
parents. The instrument used for collecting data was ratio questionnaires, designed
by the researcher and examined by 5 experts. The reliabilty was 0.97. All
questionnaires were returned and the data was statistically analyiéd by percentage,
mean, standard deviation, F-tést. and t-test. -

The research results were as follows:

1. The satisfaction of the teachers, the students, and the students’ parents
on the school administration was totally rated at a high level in four aspects as
follows: - 1) académic administration 2) budget administration 3) personnel »
administration 4) general administration.

2. Regarding the comparative result, it was found that the satisfaction in
the four aspects as above classified by the students and the students’ parents was
not different at the statistically significant level of 0.5.

3. The comparative result of the students’ parents on the school
administration classified by age and occupations had significant difference, except
levels of education and the student's grade level in the parents’ control which were

not different at the level of 0.5 statistically significant.
