ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to 1) study states on managing
adrhinistration for fundamental educational curriculum of schools under Nakhon
Sawan Educational Service Area Office 3, 2) study problems on managing
administration for fundamental educational curriculum in school under Nakhon Sawan
Educational Service Area Office 3, 3) compare states on managing administration
for fundamental educational curriculum in schools under Nakhon Sawan Educational
Service Area Office 3, classified by positions, educational qualification, work
experiences, school sizes, and interest in curriculum managing administration and 4)
compare problems on managing administration for fundamental educational
curriculum in schools under Nakhon Sawan Educational Service Area Office 3,
classified by posftion, educational qualification, work experiences, school sizes and
interest in curriculum managing administration.

The sample, obtained by stratified random sampling, consisted of 256
educational institution administrators and heads of learning substance group in
schools under Nakhon Sawan Educational Service Area Office 3, of the 2004
academic year. The questionnaire designed by the researcher with 0.96 reliability of
states on managing administration for fundamental educational curriculum and 0.98
reliability of problems on managing administration for fundamental educational
curriculum. A 100% of completed questionnaires were returned which were analyzed
by percentage, arithmetic mean (i), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, F-test and

Scheffe's method.
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The findings were as follows:

1. The three aspects studied about states and problems on managing
administration for fundamental educational curriculum in schools under Nakhon
Sawan Educational Service Area Office 3, namely the readiness preparation of
schools, the construction of substance, the implementation of school curriculum, the
supervision, follow up, evaluation, and report, revealed that states and problems on
managing administration for fundamental educational curriculum in schools under
Nakhon Sawan Education Service Area Office 3 were both at a moderate level in
general.

2. Regarding the comparison of states on managing administration for
fundamental educational curriculum in schools under Nakhon Sawan Educational
Service Area Office 3, there was found no difference in general when classified by
working positions, educational qualification, work experiences and school sizes, but
there was found to be statistical significant difference at the level of .01, when
classified by interest in curriculum managing administration.

3. In regard to the comparison of problems on managing administration
for fundamental educational curriculum in schools under Nakhon Sawan Educational
Service Area Office 3, there was found no difference in general when classified by
working positioné. educational qualification, work experiences, school sizes, and

interest in curriculum managing administration.
