The purpose of this research was to develop the database of sugar cane
farmers’ anecdotal record of Saraburi Sugar Company Limited. The study was the
learning process development based on the belief that everyone who was
responsible for the database development of sugar cane farmers’ anecdotal record in
Saraburi Sugar Company Limited had sufficient potential for this .development if
appropriate reinforcement was added. Therefore, it was a research and development
project using Participatory Action Research.: PAR emphasized the important
participation from everyone in every step of the research procedures. The study
started by : studying the present conditions, problems, and obstacles, searching the
development approaches and ways, setting the success indicators of the
development, and conducting the activities for developing the database previously
mentioned.

This research and development provided everyone with an opportunity to
brainstorm ideas from .the activities operated in each step appropriately. The
contents used as the research and development framework were information, data
collection, data ‘processing, data using, database, and database designing and
developing.

The findings were:

1. Saraburi Sugar Company Limited had not yet developed the database
of the sugar cane farmers’ anecdotal record. Most of the data was stored in the
computer, it, however, lacked an appropriate data management administration. As a
result, the company had to store the da_t';é_j correctlj} and up to date in order to make

the most of its benefit in planning to produce sugar cane with the highest efficiency.
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2. Concerning the problems and obstacles in data collection, data
processing and data using all were rated at a moderate level, but it stil needed
some development.

3. The approaches to develop the database of sugar cane farmers’
anecdotal record were: providing a computer officer who is responsible for collecting
data and developing one database for the sﬁgar cane farmers’ anecdotal record.

4. The development strategies of this research and development were
developing the database mentioned which had various qualities: data collection, data
processing, and effective data usage.

5. The result of this database development could be connected to their
Local Area Network (LAN) in order to facilitate other divisions of the company in
using the database uniquely. Also, it was able to develop the database to connect
Geography Information System (GIS) for facilitating the data of sugar cane beds.
This was considered to provide money support to the farmers appropriately.
Moreover, the database could be developed to connect internet systems in the future

in order to facilitate the organizations effectively concerned.
