The purpose of this participatory action research and development was to
develop teaching and learning activities on the subject of Buddhism Mahachulalongkorn
Ratwitayalai University's students by emphasizing participation in every step of this
research and development from all divisions.

The findings were as follows:

1. Problems and difficulties of teaching and learning activity development on the
subject of Buddhism Mahachulalongkorn Ratwitayalai University’s students were 1.1)
teachers lacked experience, skills, and preparation 1.2) cumriculum changes made
teaching and learning activities on the subject of Buddhism change 1.3) fewer teaching
materials, on interest, out of date, and no budgeting support 1.4) no teaching and
learning evaluation between teachers and group heads of social studies, religion, and
culture substance.

2. Guidelines and methods of development: Development of key indicator of
success in this teaching and learning activity development on the subject of Buddhism
were widening knowledge, understanding, skills, and creating good attitude towards
teaching performance to the Buddhist students by education through seminar, meeting,
enthusiastic and continuing practical training, work assignment, setting up
responsibiliies clearly, and budgeting support for holding teaching and learning
activities on the subject of Buddhism.

3. Development strategy on teaching and learning activities on the subject of
Buddhism of the Buddhist students began with studying results of knowledge from the

essence of Buddhism and studying steps of managing the leaming essence of
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Buddhism, then make a learning unit on Buddhism, namely introduction, teaching, and
conclusion. There was pre and post tests followed by results of development.

4. The results of teaching and learning development were as follows: ability to
reduce difficulties, students deeply understood Buddhism, brought Buddhism into use in
daily life, have more faith in Buddhism and Triple Gems and used as guidelines for

teaching and learning activities on the subject of Buddhism in other schools.
