The purposes of this research were to 1) study the levels of the factors
affecting the success in the External Quality Assessment of the Basic Education Schools
under Samut Prakan Educational Service Area Office; 2) study the results of the External
Quality Assessment of the Basic Education Schools under Samut Prakan Educational
Service Area Office; 3) study the factors affecting the success in the External Quality
Assessment of the Basic Education Schools under Samut Prakan Educational Service
Area Office. The samples were 61 schools in which the responder to were 366
administrators, heads of department or heads of learning substance groups and teachers
who successfully passed the External Quality Assessment conducted by the Standards
Assurance and Educational Assessment Office, and whose jobs were to be in charge of
Quality Assurance in a variety of schools under Samut Prakan Educational Service Area
Office. The instruments, to collect data, with reliability of 0.98 were 366 sets of
questionnaires compiled by the researcher with respond rate 100% . The data were
analyzed by a ready-made program to calculate frequency, percentage, mean, Standard
Deviation and other statistics for the Multiple Linear Regression Analysis.

The findings were as follows:

1. Judging from overall studies, the factors affecting the success in the External
Quality Assessment of the Basic Education Schools under Samut Prakan Educational
Service Area Office were at a high level. When carefully studied, it was found that all
factor were also at a high level ranging in order from the highest to the lowest
respectively: administrators, teamwork, visions, philosophy, goals and community

participation.
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2. Concerning the results of the External Quality Assessment of the Basic
Education Schools under Samut Prakan Educational Service Area Office according to
the standards of the administrators, it was found that the Assessment Criteria No.14-the
relationship and collaboration with the community in developing education promoted by
the schools had the highest average. In respect to the standards of the teachers, it was
also found that the Assessment Criteria No.24-the matching of teachers’ qualifications
with their jobs and their responsibilities and the sufficiency of teachers had the highest
average. On the student side, it was found that the Assessment Criteria No.10 involving
the students’ good health, mental happiness, and good habits had the highest average.

3. From overall studies, it was found that the factors most affecting the success
in the External Quality Assessment of the Basic Education Schools were their visions,
philosophy, goals, and students’ achievement, with statistical significance at the level of
0.05. After each criteria had been closely studied, it was found that:

3.1 The factors affecting the success in the External Quality Assessment
of the Basic Education Schools according to the standards of the administrators-the
ability of the leading personnel had a statistical significance at the level of 0.05.

3.2 The factors affecting the success in the External Quality Assessment
of the Basic Education Schools regarding the standards of the teachers-visions,
philosophy, and goals had a statistical significance at the level of 0.05.

3.3 The factors affecting the success in the External Quality Assessment
of the Basic Education Schools in reference to the standards of the learners-teamwork

and students’ achievement, had a statistical significance at the level of 0.05.
