The purposes of this research were to 1) study the perception of the
secondary school students in Hanka District, Chainat Province in abiding by the
prevention and addiction solution policy in schools, 2) compare the secondary
school students’ perception in 5 aspects: 2.1) setting the tasks of schools,
2.2) the development of a learning and teaching process, 2.3) activities to promote
exercises and playing sports, 2.4) the improvement of the environment and
atmosphere of schools 2.5) the development of network systems in prevention and
addiction solutions in schools according to the status of the students as classified by
gender, age, class level, family status, family background, sources of drugs outside
schools and doing exercises at leisure.

The sample group was 332 secondary school students of Hanka District,
Chainat Province. A questionnaire constructed by the researcher with reliability of
0.93 and was approved as to content validity by 5 experts. The 332 completed and
returned questionnaires were analyzed by the ready-made program to calculate
mean (32), standard deviation (S.D.), ttest, F-test: ANOVA and Fisher's Least-
Significant Difference: LSD.

The findings showed that:

1. abiding by the prevention and addiction solution policy according to the
secondary school students' perception was rated at a high level overall. When
considered by each aspect, the aspect with the highest average score was activities
to promote exercises and playing sports, and the lowest average score was the
development of network systems in prevention and addiction solutions in schools.

2. the comparison on levels of perception of students about abiding by the
prevention and addiction solution policy in schools according to the secondary school
students’ perception in Hanka District, Chainat Province was as follows:

2.1 the comparison on perception according to status, as classified by
gender, family background, sources of drugs outside schools and doing exercises at
leisure, both overall and by each of the 5 aspects showed a statistical insignificant
difference.

2.2 the comparison on perception according to status as classified by
age, class level family status both overall and by each of the 5 aspects showed a
statistical significant difference at the level of 0.05. When comparing the average
difference by pair it was found that the status as classified by age and class level
was perceived differently at 0.05 level of statistical significance and family status was

perceived differently with statistical insignificance.
