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ABSTRACT
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The purposes of this research were to study 1) the behaviors of leadership of
elementary school administrators under Saraburi Educational Service Area Office 1,
2) the effectiveness in academic administration in elementary schools under Saraburi
Educational Service Area Office 1, and 3) the relationship between the behaviors of
leadership and the effectiveness in academic administration in elementary schools
under Saraburi Educational Service Area Office 1.

The samples consisted of 103 school administrators and 206 teachers, giving
a total number of 309. The dimensions: consideration and initiating structure, and six
aspects of effectiveness in academic administration: curriculum and curriculum
implementation, instructional management, curriculum materials and learning
materials, educational measurement and evaluation, school supervision and
educational assurance. The reliability of the questionnaire was 0.92. Data was
analyzed by using percentage, mean (i), Standard Deviation (S.D.) Pearson’s
Product Moment Correlation Coefficient and Table of Critical Values of Pearson r.

The findings were as follows:

1. The leadership behaviors of school administrators are in two dimensions:
consideration and initiating structure, which were both rated at a high level.

2. The effectiveness in academic administration in schools was also rated at
a high level in all aspects.

3. The leadership behaviors of school administrators in the consideration
dimension related to the effectiveness of academic administration in schools in all
aspects and in all items at a moderate level with a statistical significance of .50.

4. The leadership behaviors of school administrators in the initiating
structure dimension related to the effectiveness of academic administration in
schools in all aspects and in all items at a moderate level with statistical significance
of .50.
