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ABSTRACT

This research is intended to accomplish four objectives:

1) To produce English Mini Texts for Pratomsuksa Four students

2) To study the effectiveness of the English Mini Texts.

3) To compare the achievement of learning English through the English Mini

Texts before and after teaching of the group.
4) To study the students’ attitude towards studying English through the
English Mini Texts.

The researcher conducted a study on 41 Pratomsuksa Four students at Narai
Wittaya School, Ampur Chaibadaan under Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office
Two. A one-group pretest - posttest design was utilized to analyze the results.

The results show that:

1. The English Mini Texts for Pratomsuksa Four students have shown an
efficiency of 90.00/83.75, which is higher than the set criteria of 70/70.

2. Although the English learning plans through the English Mini Texts have
an overall efficiency of 87.61/79.69, the efficiency of the learning plan in individual
topics indicates that the posttest of three topics have statistically significant effects
(at p=.05) over the pretest. These topics are: 1. Family (family tree) 2. Family
(occupations) 3. Family (household objects). The topic that did not show any
statistical significance is School (school objects).

3. The holistic achievement of the posttest is statistically significant (at
p=.05) after using the English Mini Texts compared to the pretest.

4. Students’ attitude towards the English subject remains at a moderate level.
