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The purposes of this research were to study the students’ opinions on the
administration of the musical study curriculum of Singhapahu Prasanmit-u-patam
School, Sing Buri Province and to compare these opinions, classified by status and
also study their suggestions.

The sample group consisted of 225 students drawn from 515 students of
the school by using random sampling techniques. The instrument used was a
questionnaire designed by the researcher's extensive analysis of related literature
and a pilot study. 225 questionnaire copies were distributed during January and
February of 2004. A hundred percent of completed questionnaire éopies were
returned and analyzed by a ready made program to calculate percentage, mean
(}_( ), standard deviation (S.D.) and One Way Analysis of Variance Test (ANOVA).

The findings were as follows:

1. The students’ opinions on the administration of the musical study
curriculum of Singhapahu Prasanmit-u-patam School, Sing Buri Province in general
and in each aspect were at an approval level as follows: on the roles of music in
society, the problems of teaching and learning music education in secondary
schools, the aspects of improvement and development of the music education
curriculum; however, students were uncertain on the aspect of teaching and learning
music education.

2. When comparing the students’ opinions on the administration of the
music study curriculum in general on all aspects, it was different with statistical
insignificance when classified by gender, age, grade level learning, achievement
levels, parents’ occupations, interest in music, and kinds of music in which they were
interested.

3. Certain suggestions of the students concerning the 4 aspects of the
administration of the musical study curriculum were: on the roles of music towards
society, music teaching and learning, problems of teaching and learning music
education in secondary school and improvement and development in the music

curriculum.
