There were two purposes of this research: 1) study the expectations of the
community toward academic administration of Bantakro School (Ratprachachanootis)
under Nakhon Sawan Educational Service Area Office 3, and 2) compare the
expectations of community toward academic administration of Bantakro School
(Ratprachachanootis) under Nakhon Sawan Educational Service Area Office 3, claéslﬁed
by gender, age, level of education, occupation, participation in school activities, interest
in school educational information and school concem.

The sample obtained by stratified random sampling consisted of 315 community
people. The instrument was a questionnaire designed by the researcher and approved
by 5 experts with 0.97 reliability. The completed questionnaires of 100 percent were
retumed and analyzed by the ready made program to calculate percentage, mean,
standard deviation, F-test and t-test.

The findings showed that:

1. Conceming the expectations of the community toward academic
administration, the community expected to develop leaming a process, evaluation,
measurement, and transferring their leaming result, doing research to develop
educational quality, innovation and technology, leaming resources, educational
supervision and- guidance, providing academic knowledge to community, personnel,
family, organizations and other working institutions regarding education, and cooperating
to develop academic with other educational institutions were rated at a high level
except school internal quality assurance development which was rated at a moderate
level followed by the lowest; the school curriculum development.

2. When comparing the expectations of the community toward academic
administration classified by gender, age, occupation, participation in school activities,
interest in school educational information and school concem, there was no statistical
significant difference at the level of .05 except when classified by level of education, it
was found at .05 level of statistically significant difference.
