The purposes of this research were to study states and problems of
strategic planning in schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office and
compare the states and strategic planning problems in schools classified by
educational level, work experience, and school size. The 249 samples were 83
school administrators, 83 teachers and 83 board members in schools under Sing
Buri Educational Service Area Office of academic year 2005. The instrument,
constructed by the researcher was a rating scale questionnaire with reliability of
0.97. The data was analyzed to calculate percentage, arithmetic mean (X), standard
deviation (S.D.), and F-test.

The results of the study were:

1) The states of school strategic planning under Sing Buri Educational
Service Area Office in 4 aspects : 1) studying school state 2) setting school
direction 3) setting school strategy, and 4) setting indicator, outcomes, and main
outputs, all of which were at the highest level. The problems of strategic planning in
school in 4 aspects, overall were at a moderate level.

2) In comparison of states and problems of strategic planning in schools
under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office classified by educational level, work
experience, and school size, it showed that:

2.1) School administrators, teachers, and board members in schools
under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office with different educational levels as
a whole had different opinions about strategic planning state in schools with
statistically significant difference at 0.01 level. Those with different positions had

different opinions on the state mentioned above at 0.05 statistically significant

difference; and those working in different school size had no different opinion on the
state mentioned in general.

2.2) School administrators, teachers, and board members in schools
under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office with different educational levels as
a whole had different opinions about strategic planning problems in schools at 0.05
level of statistical significance. Those with different work experiences and different
school sizes as a whole had no different opinion about strategic planning problems

in schools in general.
