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ABSTRACT 178135

The purposes of this research were to develop the training curriculum on
football teaching technique for the elementary schools' teachers. The development of
the training curriculum consisted of 4 stages as follows: 1) the investigation of the
basic data for the construction of the training curriculum, 2) the development of the
training curriculum, 3) the implementation of the training curriculum, and 4) the
evaluation and irﬁprovement of the training curriculum.

The 32 samples selected by purposive sampling were elementary schools’
teachers of 2004 academic year under Suphan Buri Educational Service Area Office
3. The instruments employed were questionnaire forms, the training curriculum,
knowledge and comprehension tests, observation forms and curriculum evaluation
forms. The data- was analyzed by . Percentage, Mean, Mode, Standard Deviation,
t-test dependent and Content Analysis.

The results of the research were: 1) the elementary schools’ teachers
wished to attend the training on football teaching techniques, their requirements were
basic football skills, physical fitness and stretching, technical training for different
- position, football games, teaching and training football techniques, general and
coaching football: The training focused on practice, 2) The training curriculum that
was developed consisted of the p;'inciples. the curriculum objectives, curriculum
contents, training, media, measurement and evaluation. The scope ‘of curriculum
content could be divided into 2 parts: the 2 unit theoretical part including general and
coaching football, teaching and training football techniques and the 4 unit practicing
part including basic football skills, physical fitness and stretching, technical training
for different position and football games. 3) The training curricuium was

implemented with a group of 32 teachers from elementary schools’ teachers in

Suphan Buri Educational Service Area Office 3. The training sessions covered 3
days of knowledge, demonstration of teaching football. The trainees were interested
in all sessions of the training and were able to practice on teaching techniques,
4) According to the results of the training curriculum evaluation, it was revealed that
the knowledge of the trainees before and after the training were statistically
significant different at a .05 level. Regarding the training session evaluation, they
were able to préctice teaching football satisfactorily and the developed curriculum,

when evaluated after training was appropriate to use.
