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The purposes of this study were to 1) study the competencies in administration
of the school administrators according to the opinions of administrators and teachers under
Lop Buri Educational Service Area Office, 2) compare the competencies in administration of
school administrators according to the opinions of administrators under Lop Buri Educational
Service Area Office,classified by educational background, work experiences , school sizes
and educational service area office, 3) compare the competencies in administration of school
administrators according to the opinions of the teachers classified by sex, educational
background, work experiences, schools sizes and education service area office, and 4)
compare the competencies in administration of school administrators according to the opinions
of the administrators and teachers , classified by sex, educational background, work
experiences, school sizes and education service area office.

The 588 samples were 195 school administrators and 393 teachers.The data were
collected by using questionnaires which had reliability of 0.89 and constructed by the
researcher. The completed questionnaires of 100 percent were returned. The data were
analyzed by using percentage, mean ( x) , standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, one — way
ANOVA and Fisher’s Least Significant Difference : (L.S.D.)

The findings were as follows :

1) The competencies in administration of school administrators according to the
opinions of the administrators and teachers in total were at a high level,and each aspect
was found at a high level too.

2) The comparison of competencies in administration of school administrators

according to the opinions of the administrators classified by sex, educational background, work

experiences, school sizes and educational service area office there was found no
statistical significant difference.

3) In comparison of competencies in administration of school administrators
according to the opinions of the teachers classified by sex, educational background, work
experiences, schools sizes and educational service area office, there was also found no
statistical significant difference .

4) In comparison of competencies in administration of school administrators
according to the opinions of the administrators and teachers classified by educational

background, work experiences, school sizes and educational service area office there

was no statistical significant difference .
