The purposes of this research were to 1) study the condition of English
learning management of teachers who had different personal factors in Khaeng Khoi
District, Saraburi Province.

The 129 samples, selected from 187 populations, consisted of teachers
teaching English in the grade level of 1-4, Khaeng Khoi District, Saraburi Province of
the academic year 2006. The instrument for collecting data was a questionnaire with
the reliability of 0.956. Of the 129 completed questionnaire copies -100% were
returned and analyzed by a ready made statistical program to calculate mean ('i )
standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, and F-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. The conditions of English learning management of teachers in Khaeng
Khoi District, Saraburi Province which were rated at a high level were learning
atmosphere management, followed by learning evaluation, learning activity
management, and learning instruction.

2. The result of comparison on English learning management condition
were:

2.1 teachers with different sex, age, and level of education had no
difference in English learning management.

2.2 teachers with fewer years of government service had English
learning management in three aspects higher than those with more years of
government service with a statistical significance of .05.

2.3 teachers with more years of English teaching experience were
rated higher than those with fewer years of English teaching experience in the
aspect of learning activity management with a statistical significance of .05 and of
.01 in the aspect of learning atmosphere management.

2.4 teachers majoring in English were rated higher than those majoring
in other subjects in English learning management with a statistical significance of

.001.
