The purposes of the research were to 1) study states and problems in
conducting public relations in schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office,
2) compare states and problems in conducting public relations in schools under Sing
Buri Educational Service Area Office by administrators and public relations teachers
classified by educational level and work experiences, and 3) compare states and
problems in conducting public relations in schools under Sing Buri Educational Service
Area Office between administrators and public relations teachers of the 2005 academic
year.

One hundred and seventy-eight samples consisted of 89 administrators and
89 public relations teachers. The instrument used in the research was a questionnaire
which was constructed by the researcher, and it had the reliability of 0.99. The data was
analyzed by percentage, arithmetic mean (X ) standard deviation (S.D.) , t-test and
F-test.

The findings indicated that:

1. States and problems in conducting public relations in schools under Sing
Buri Educational Service Area Office in 6 aspects : 1) planning , 2) personnel selection ,
3) motivation , 4) coordination , 5) public relation approach , and 6) evaluation, were
concluded at a medium level.

2. States and problems in conducting public relations in schools under Sing
Buri Educational Service Area Office in 5 aspects according to the opinions of the

samples classified by educational level and work experiences were statistically

insignificantly different, except planning which was statistically significantly different at
0.05 level.

3. There were no differences in 5 aspects between administrators and public
relation teachers in states and problems in conducting public relations in schools,

except planning which was statistically significant different at 0.05 level.
