The purposes of this research were to 1) study the result of conducting
integration learning experience activity plans towards emotion and mind development
of the second year early childhood students, 2) compare the result of pre and post
development of the sample students, learning by conducting integration learning
experience activity plans.

The sample consisted of all students, 31, in the second year early childhood
students of the academic year 2004 of Anuban Sawangha School. The instrument for
collecting data was integration learning experience plans, behavioral observation forms
on development and mind. The data were analyzed to calculate mean (i), standard
deviation (S.D.), and t-test dependent.

The findings were as follows:

1) The integration learning experience plans to promote emotion and mind
development had efficiency which accorded to the standard criteria of 80/80.

2) The emotion and mind development of the second year early childhood
students after learning by conducting integration learning experience activity plans was

higher than that of the previous one at 0.05 level of statistical significance.
