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The purpose of this research was to evaluate the reading promotional
campaign project in schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office by
implementing the conceptual framework of CPO’s Evaluation Model developed by
Yaowadee Rangchaikul Viboolsri. The model concentrated on 3 major aspects : context,
process, and outcome in general and were classified by school size: i.e large,
medium and small schools.

The 530 samples consisted of school administrators, people in responsible
positions in the project, teachers, students and guardians. The instrument used was a
set of 5 rating scale questionnaires. The collected data were analyzed by a ready-made
computer program to calculate percentage, mean (i), and standard deviation (S.D)

The findings were as follows:

1. The school, under Sing Buri Educational Service Area office overall
achieved 2 high level under the context aspect. With regard to the components of the
context aspect, project needs, feasibility of the project, purposes of the projects,
readiness and resources of the project appeared at a high level. The process aspect
and the outcome aspect were also at a high level.

2. The large, medium and small size school, under Sing Buri Educational
Service Area Office achieved a high level under the context aspect. In regard to the
components of the context aspect, project needs, feasibility of the project, purposes of
the project, and readiness and resources of the project, were at a high level. The

process aspect and the outcome aspect also appeared at a high level.
