The purposes of this study were to 1) study the opinions of teachers and
parents towards the academic administration of Rajprachanukraw 33rd School, Lop Buri
Province 2) compare the opinions of parents and teachers towards the academic
administration of Rajprachanukraw 33rd School, 3) compare the opinions of teachers
towards the academic administration of Rajprachanukraw 33rd School regarding age and
educational level, 4) compare the opinions of parents towards the academic
administration of Rajprachanukraw 33rd School regarding age, educational level and
occupation.

The 285 samples selected by stratified random sampling were teachers and
students’ parents of Rajprachanukraw 33rd School, Lop Buri Province.

A questionnaire compiled by the researcher and approved by 5 specialists,
had reliability at 0.97. All questionnaires were returned. The data was analyzed by a
ready-made computer program to calculate percentage, mean (i), standard deviation
(S.D.), F-test, and t-test.

Results:

1. the opinions of teachers and parents towards the academic administration
of Rajprachanukraw 33" School on the whole in 8 aspects were at a high level. When
studied by each aspect it was found that 6 aspects: 1) development of the learning
process, 2) measurement, evaluation and grade transferring 3) research for developing
the quality of education, 4) development of media, innovation and technology for
education, 5) development of learning resources, 6) system development of the quantity
assurance in school were also at a high level. Only 2 aspects were at a medium level:
1) development of school curriculum, 2) promotion and support in providing academic
knowledge to the individuals, families, organizations and other institutes of education.

2. the comparison between the opinions of teachers and parents towards the
academic administration of Rajprachanukraw 33rd School, both by each aspect and on
the whole in 8 aspects, showed no statistically significant difference.

3. the comparison between the opinions of teachers towards the academic
administration of Rajprachanukraw 33rd School, regarding age and educational level,
showed no statistically significant difference.

4. the comparison between the opinions of parents towards the academic
administration of Rajprachanukraw 33" School, regarding age, educational level and

occupation, showed no statistically significant difference.
