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The purposes of this research were to 1) study the state of and problems in
the implementation of the school curriculum by school administrators, teachers of
academic division and teachers under Singburi Educational Service Area Office.
2) compare the state of and problems in the implementation of the school curriculum
by school administrators, teachers of academic division and teachers under Singburi
Educational Service Area Office classified by work position, work experience,
school size and spreading knowledge about the implementation of the school curriculum.

The 350 samples selected by stratified random sampling consisted of
30 school administrators, 30 teachers of academic division and 290 teachers.
The instruments used with 0.90 reliability was a questionnaire constructed by
the researcher. A hundred percent of questionnaires was returned. Data was analyzed
by a package program in terms of percentage, mean ()_(), standard deviation (S.D.),
t-test, and F-test.

The finding were as follows:

1. State of and problems in the implementation of the school curriculum in
the opinions of school administrators, teachers of academic division and teachers overall
in 3 aspects: the readiness before the implementation, the operation of the
implementation and the evaluation of the implementation were at a high level. Whereas
problems in the implementation of the school curriculum were at a lower level.

2. Regarding the comparison of the state of and problems in the
implementation of the curriculum under Singburi Educational Service Area Office,
classified by work position , work experience, school size and spreading knowledge
about the implementation of the school curriculum, it was found that.

2.1 State of and problems in the implementation of the curriculum by
work position showed a statistically significant difference at a level of .05 on the
readiness before the implementation between school administrators and teachers, and
between teachers and teachers of academic division.

2.2 State of and problems in the implementation of curriculum by
work experience also showed a statistically significant difference at a level of .05 on
the readiness before the implementation and the evaluation of the implementation
between the stakeholders with work experience higher than 15 years and the ones with
work experience lower than 10 years.

2.3 State of and problems in the implementation of the curriculum by
school size showed a statistically significant difference at a level of .05 in general and
in each aspect, that is, the medium sized school differed from the large and small
sized school.

2.4 State of and problems in the implementation of the curriculum by

spreading knowledge about the implementation of the curriculum in general had no

statistical significance.
