The objectives of this research were to 1) study the state of and the
expectation toward educational managing participation of Subdistrict Administrative
Organizations in Saraburi Province, and 2) compare the state of and the expectation
toward educational managing participation of Subdistrict Administrative Organizations in
Saraburi Province.

The 159 samples were chief executives of the Subdistrict Administrative
Organizations, chief administrators of the Subdistrict Administrative organizations, and
chairmen of the Subdistrict Administrative Organization Councils. The research equipment
was a questionnaire on the state of and the expectation toward educational
managing participation with reliability of .80, regarding 4 school-basded administrative
regarding 4 school-based task administration. They were academic task, budget
tasks: academic, budget, personnel, and general administration.The data was analyzed
by percentage, mean (;(-), standard deviation (S.D.), ONE-WAY ANOVA, F-test and
Scheffe’s method.

The findings were:

1. The state of educational managing participation of Subdistrict Administrative
Organizations overall was at a low level. The expectation toward educational managing
participation of Subdistrict Administrative Organizations was at a medium level.

2. The members of Subdistrict Administrative Organizations with different
positions showed the state of and the expectation toward educational managing

participation to differ at a statistically significant level of .05.

3. The members of Subdistrict Administrative Organizations with different work
experience showed the state of and the expectation toward educational managing
participation to differ at a statistically significant level of.05.

4. The members who worked in different sizes of Subdistrict Administrative
Organizations showed the state of and the expectation toward educational managing

participation to differ at a statistically significant level of.05.
