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The purposes of this research were to study and compared the the state of the
use of educational administration skills by school administrators under the Sing Burl
Educational Service Area Office classified by school size, school administrative
experience and school administrative training experience.

The study was survey and comparative research. The samples for this
research, selected by stratifield random sampling were 98 principals and 280
teachers of the schools under the Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office. A
questionnaire used to collect data was composed of two parts: a checklist and a
one-to-five rating scale. The reliability of the questionnaires was 0.98.

Results:

1. The use of educational administration skills by school administrators
Under the Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office both by item and overall was
at a high level.

2. The comparative results of the use of educational administrative skills by
school administrators under the Sing Buri Educational Service Area office, classified
by the school size were different at .01 level of statistical significance in every aspect
except the use of Educational and Instructional skills were different at .05 level
of statistical significance.

3. The comparative results of the use of educational administrative skills by
school administrators under the Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office, classified
by school administrative experience, was found to have insignificant difference.

4. The comparative results of the use of educational administration skills by
school administrators under the Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office, classified
by school Administrative experience, was found to have significant difference at a

level of .01 in cognitive skill and conceptual skill overall.
