The purposes of this research were to study the efficiency of English reading
teaching plans using the English newspapers, compare English readability between pre-
learning and post-learning, and study attitudes toward English reading teaching by using
English newspapers.

The 30 samples were first year vocational certificate students at Angthong

. technical college, Angthong Province. The instrument was one group pre test / post-
- test experimental plan.

The findings were as follows:

1. the efficiency of lesson plans for English reading using English newspapers
overall accorded with the criteria set : 70/70

2. the students’ English readability average scores using English newspapers
as a tool overall in every aspect: interpretation, main idea and conclusion were higher
than those of the pre-learning at-.05 level of statistical significance and overall in each
aspect also were higher than those of the pre-learning at .05 level of significance in all
S topics: 1) news, 2) advertisement, 3) job advertisemen't, 4) weather forecast, and 5)

horoscope.

3. the student'’s attitude using English newspapers for teaching reading were

at a good level.
