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ABSTRACT 189793

This research and development aims to develop home visit services of health
team for hypertension patients in Moo 6, Dilang Subdistrict, Phatthana Nikhon District,
Lop Buri Province. The study process was Participatory Action Research mainly
emphasizing participation of the 20 persons of health team and other involved, i.e.
hypertension patients, patient caretakers, community leaders, householders, and 179
public health officers whose duty were to encourage and support the development of
home visit services by using 4 aspects of home visit services: basic data collection,
providing knowledge and suggestions, follow up and giving willpower and stimulating
the patients to use health services as a research concept.

Findings indicated that:

1. most health team, 75% provided 2 aspects of services: basic data collection
and providing knowledge and suggestions. The latter 2 aspects of services which was
relatively lower, 33.33%, that is follow up and giving willpower and stimulating the
patients to use health services. The others involved viewed that the health team
provided relatively lower services, merely 25% of all 4 aspects. Concerning needs for
development, the health team and others involved agreed to develop home visits in the
same direction, namely make home visit manuals and once a month home visit.

2. guidelines to develop home visits of health team consisted of 2 projects:
1) a project to provide knowledge, skills, and attitude to the health team providing the
hypertension patient home visit services; 2) a project to home visits of health team for
hypertension patient.

3. this home visit service development of the health team caused the team to

be trained and gained knowledge about 93.33% and their post knowledge after training

was higher than the pre knowledge at a level of 0.05 statistical significance. Their skills
and attitude toward home visit services were at a high level. One hundred percent of
health team participated in management planning and 85% participated in management
and follow up of the evaluation of home visit service. Moreover, the others involved
were satisfied with the health team services at a high level. The results of this

development accorded with the Key Performance Indicators set.
