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This research aims to 1) study the developmental process for childhood
teachers in private schools from the point of view of administrators, teachers and school
board members, under Saraburi Educational Service Area Office, and 2) compare the
developmental process for childhood teachers in private schools from the point of view
of school administrators, teachers, and school board members under Saraburi
Educational Service Area Office as classified by work experience and educational
qualifications. The sample group, obtained by stratified random sampling, consisted of
271 school administrators, teachers, and school board members. The instrument used
was a set of questionnaires divided into 3 parts. The data was analyzed to calculate t-
test, one-way ANOVA, and F-test.

Findings indicated that:

1. according to the data analysis on the samples’ status, i.e. working status,
work experience, and educational qualification, it found that most samples were
teachers with 5-10 year work experience and who have graduated with a bachelor’s
degree or its equal.

2. levels of views of administrators, teachers, and school board members
under Saraburi Educational Service Area Office toward the developmental process for
childhood teachers in private schools as classified by the necessity set in the teacher
development, the teacher development planning, management according to the teacher
development planning, and the teacher development evaluation were rated at a high

level of the average.

3. regarding the comparison of the view level average of the developmental
process for childhood teachers in private schools in view of administrators, teachers,
and school board members under Saraburi Educational Service Area Office, the results
were as follows:

3.1 administrators, teachers, and school board members, under Saraburi
Educational Service Area Office of different working status had no difference views on
the developmental process for childhood teachers in private schools at a .05 level of
statistical significance.

3.2 administrators, teachers, and school board members under Saraburi
Educational Service Area office of different working experience had different views on
the developmental process for childhood teachers in private schools at a .05 level of
statistical significance.

3.3 administrators, teachers, and school board members under Saraburi
Educational Service Area Office of different educational levels had no different views on
the developmental process for childhood teachers in private schools at a .05 level of

statistical significance.
