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ABSTRACT

This research aims to 1) compare the Thai reading achievement of the
students taught by metacognition theory and the conventional approach, 2) compare the
atlitudes to Thai reading of the students taught by the metacognition theory and the
conventional approach. The sample group consisted of second year students of Lop
Buri Dramatic Arts College during the second semester of the 2006 academic year.
They were taught by the Metacognition theory and the conventional approach. The
research iools were 1) lesson plans using the metacognition theory, 2} lesson plans
using the conventional approach, 3) Thai reading achievement test created by the

researcher and audited by 5 experts. The data was analyzed to calculate mean (i),

standard deviation (S.D.), and t-test.

The finding are as follows:

1. the Thai reading achievement of the students taught by the metacognition
theory was higher than that of the conventional approach.

2. the attitudes towards Thai reading of the students taught by the

metacognition theory were higher than that of the students taught by the conventional

approach.
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
