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This research aims to 1) develop and determine the efﬁgi.ency of the
instructional package on the law in daily life of the social studies, religion and culture
learning substance group for Mathayomsuksa Il students within the 80/80 established
criteria, 2) compare the students’ learning achievement on the law in daily life by using
pre-instructional package and post instructional package design.

The samples under the study were 89 Mathayomsuksa Il students at the
Demonstration School of Thepsatri Rajabhat University, Thaleachupsorn Subdistrict,
Mueang District, Lob Buri Province using the instructional package during the second
semester of the academic year 2006. The experimental period lasted 4 weeks, 2
periods per week for a total was 8 periods. The one group pretest-posttest design was
used in this study. The instruments consisted of 1) an instructional package 2) an
instructional package assessment form 3) a pretest-posttest. The data was then
analyzed through the mean ()_( ), standard deviation (S.D.), and t-test dependent.

The findings are as follows:

1. the efficiency of this instructional package was 80/80 as established the
aforementioned criteria.

2. the posttest of Mathayomsuksa |l students’ achievement taught by using
the law in daily life instructional package of the social studies, religion, and culture
learning substance group was higher than that of the pretest at a 0.5 level of statistical

significance.
