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This investigation was canied out at W a W  Primary School, lnburi DMrict. 

Singburi Province, Thailand during the ademic  year of 2550. The objacbws of this 

work consisted of: (1) to cornpaw the results on learning achievements and attitudes of 

students towards Thai words, meanings and appropriate uses of Thai words of 

Pratomsuksa 4 students with the use of t>ath STAD and bad'&nal teaching techniques; 

(2) attitudes of students towards both teaching techniques; (3) to compare the learning 

achievement results on Thai words, its meanings and appropriate uses of Thai words of 

both teaching techniques, i.9. before and after the teaching we8 carried out. The class 

of Pratomsuksa 4 had 76 students of both male and female, these students were 

divided into two groups and each group consisted of 38 students. A traditional teaching 

technique was applied to Grwp I (mntrol treatment), whilst a STAO teaching technique 

was applied to Gmup 1. Teaching instnrments Include: teaching plans for both teachjng 

techniques, two sets of test papers of both teaching techniques for an svaluation on 

learning achievements, two sets of questionnaires on attitudes of students in learning 

Thai words, meanings of words and its uses. The cdtected resub were statistically 

analyzed fot mean values (x), standard deviation and t-test, 

The resub showed that: 

(1) learning a c h i e v m  of Pratomsuksa 4 students on Thai words, meanings 

and appropriate uses of Thai words of students of Group I1 with the use of STAD 



teaching techntque were much higher than the t r a d i a l  teaching technique. The 

differences w m  large and highly signifkant (Pmbabilii = 0.01). 

(2) Students' attitudes towards the STAD teaching technique were much higher 

h n  the traditional teaching technique where the d i c e s  were large and highly 

significant (P= 0.01). 

(3) Learning adrievemenb on Thai words, manlngs and appropriate uses of 

the students of Group II (STAD) after learning were much hiher than befom learning. 

The differences were large and highly significant (Probability = 0.0 I). 
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
