This research aims to 1) construct the training program on ethics and morality
in the aspect of mercy for the second level-primary education grade 4-6 students,
2) compare the students’ pre-post leaming achievement on this topic according to the
training program, 3) compare the students learning achievement on this topic between
the posttest and the post learning evaluation criteria, 4) study the students’ attitude
towards the training program.. The 35 samples were the second level-primary. education
grade 4-6 students of Watpradub school, during the 2007 academic year. The
instrument used consisted of 1) the students’ training program on this topic, ‘2) an
achievement test on this topic, and 3) an attitude test towards the training program. The
data was analyzed to calculate mean (i ), standard deviation (S.D.), and t-test.

The findings indicated that:

1. the training program had enough efficiency to be implemented with
students.

2. the posttest learning achievement of the training program was higher than
that of the pre-test at a .01 level of statistical significance.

3. the posttest learning achievement of the training program was higher than
that of the post leamning evaluation criteria at a .01 level of statistical significance.

4. the students’ attitude scores toward the training program overall were

appropriate at a high level. (X) = 2.7; S.D. = 0.59).
