This research aimed to 1) study the problems of elementary level educational
management in schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office, 2) compare
the problems of elementary level educational management in schools under Sing Buri
Educational Service Area Office classified by position, educational qualification,
experience, and school size. The population and the sample group in this research
were: 132 school administrators and 278 teachers in 132 elementary level educational
managenﬁent schools of the 2005 academic year under Sing Buri Educational Service
Area Office. The 203 samples were selected using the Yamane formula at 0.05 error.
. The instruments used were a perception questionnaire about problems of elementary
level education management in scﬁools under Singj Buri Educational Service Area Office
divided into two parts with a reliability value of 0.97. The data was analyzed to calculate
percentage, mean (i), standard deviation (S.D.), (t-test), and ANOVA.

The findings were as follows:

1. problems of the elementary level educational management in schools
under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office were ranged in descending order as
follows: Area Office school academic work, school budget, school personnel, and
general management.

2. the school administrators and teachers of elementary level schools with
different position, educational qualification, work experience and school size perceived
the problems of elementary level educational management in schools under Sing Buri

Educational Service Area Office with no difference.
