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The purposes of this study were 1) to compare Pratomsuksa four
students’ essay ability before and after teaching by the Mind Mapping Model 2) to
compare Pratomsuksa four students’ essay ability before and after teaching by
Conventional Teaching 3) to compare the essay ability of Pratomsuksa four students
who were taught by the Mind Mapping Model and Conventional Teaching 4) to study
students’ attitudes towards essay through the Mind Mapping Model

The samples consisted of Pratomsuksa four students of Wat Toongfak
school, during the first semester of the academic year 2007. Sixty-four students were
divided into two groups: the control group consisting of thirty-two students and also the
experimental group consisting of thirty-two students. The duration of the experiment for
each group was twelve hours, and the same content.

The instruments used for gathering data were lesson plans, essay
proficiency test, and a questionnaire on attitudes towards essay through the Mind
Mapping Model. The data were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation,
content analysis and t-test indenpendent.

The results of the study were:

1) The students’ essay ability after teaching by the Mind Mapping Model
was significantly higher than that before at the .01 level.

2) The students’ essay ability after teaching by Conventional Teaching
was significantly higher than that before at the .01 level.

3) The essay ability of the students who were taught by the Mind
Mapping Model was significantly higher than by Conventional Teaching at the .01 level.

~ 4) The students had a good attitude towards essay through the Mind
Mapping Model.
