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This research aims 1) study basic data for the young Buddhist training
curriculum development titled Buddhist model for the second level-primary education
grade 4 — 6 students, 2) construct the young Buddhist training curriculum tittled
B\jddhist model for the second level — primary education grade 4 — 6 students, 3)
implement the curriculum , and 4) evaluate and curriculum constructed. The sample
used was obtained by purposive sampling consisting of 67 studying in the second
level — primary education grade 4 -6 during the 2 n semester of the 2005 academic
year of Watwangsampaolom School, Watbankaodin School, Watkabbua School, and
Watpakdongthasan School. The instrument used comprised 1) a general information
questionnaire , 2) an achievement test titled Buddhist model , and 3) a students’ attitude
test toward the training curriculum , 4) a behavior observation form and 5) Curriculum
for Yong Buddhist Training Titled “ Buddhist Model. The data was analyzed to calculate
mean (X ), standard deviation (S.D.), and t-test.

The findings are as follows:

1. the basic need for constructing a training curriculum titled “Buddhist model”
This program needs a 3 day 2 night for a training session. The training content the
respondents need are as follows: toward Buddhist family, Buddhist ways, consciousness
ways, practicing prayer, performing daily rites; praying and extending kindness to all ,
Buddhist manners and religious rites , understanding the Triple Gem , rites to be young
Buddhists m ways of accomplishment and the rites of r{laking a prayer for new spirit.

Regrading young Buddhist training activities, the students need to practice at the
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temple. For training evaluation, they need a test, interview, behavior observation while
training, making an inquiry and assignment grading respectively.

2. constructing the training curriculum: the structure comprised 1) rationale 2)
objectives 3) guidelines for holding training activities 4) training media 5) evaluation, and
6) the criteria for passing the training curriculum.

3. training curriculum implementation: the implementation spent 3 day, 2 nights
and 3 phase activity: before training, while training, and after training.

4. the training curriculum evaluation:

4.1 the students knowledge for Buddhist model after the training was higher
than that before with statistical significance at a level of .05.
4.2 the overall attitude of the students toward the fraining curriculum titled
Buddhist model was at a high level.
4.3 the results of behavior observation on students’ practice while training
overall were at a high level.
4.4 the young Buddhist training curriculum improvement titled Buddhist model
are as follows:
4.4 .1 adjust the plan for students to study the VCD titled 5 items for good
children.
4.4.2 adjust the training time to be in line with the trainees’ interests like
VCD watching, increasing the time of walking to and fro in a fixed area in meditation.
4.4.3 adjust the daily morning activity by adding in the style of Phra Jaran
Thitathammo to body exercise accompanied by meditation, praying daily rites.

4.4.4 adjust the 2th day activity, from 5.00-7.00 p.m. to 6.50-8.00 p.m.
