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This research and development aims-to reduce both physical and verbal
aggressive behavior of Prathomsuksa. 6 Students, Wat Thonsaneo School, Tha Chang
Disfrict, Sing Buri Province by using participatory action research emphasizing major
participation from 58 students and all insiders in every step .which staﬁed with studying
'current,problems and needs for development including setting up key performance
indicators for development and activity prac‘;ticev for development, providing an
apportunity for all insiders to participate in learning by activity practice for development
in every step appropriately.

The findings indicated that:

1. the students expressed their aggressive behavior éécording to the
situation facing them and their feelings at that moment, beginning by teasing each other
usually by beating or pushing (88.5 percent), kicking (80.8 percent), pulling hair or
flicking ears. (69.2 percent), mocking their friends’ inferiority (80.8 percent). Wh_en
getting angry they would counter attack in revenge or getting their own back or, if the
students were at home, they would express their aggressive behavior releasing their
feelings in various ways such as weeping (85.5 percent), stamping (69.2 pgnﬁé}xt)
throW‘mg'things at hand (53.8 percent), arguing pack abruptly (76.9 percent) and telling
lies to their guardians so that they would not be reprimanded or punished (73 percent).
The students didn't want to argue with the guardians or friends; however, whenever
they did they never thought of the victims' or the insiders’ feelings, this was because

they lacked knowledge of feelings, and how to react appropriately.

2. ‘“the strategy development aiming to create knowledge, understanding and
}ealization of fhe kindness of parents or guardians to reduce the students’ aggressive
behavior” can be implemented by group counseling, individual counseling, training, and
true life learning through various media, including VCD. This can be assessed by the
key performance indicators for success whereby all Prathomsuksa 6 students should
participate in- development activity till they learn, understand feelings, behave properly
and reduce their aggressiveness.

3. through participatory developmental process, the Prathomsuksa 6
Students adjusted their behavior according to the indicators and also caused
participla“ttﬁ)ry learning process of all insiders and others involved in the developmental

program to reduce the Prathomsuksa 6 Students’ aggressiveness.
