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ABSTRACT
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This research aims to 1) study the job performance according to the
operational role of basic school board members under Sing Buri Educational Service
Area Office, and 2) compare the operational roles of the basic school board members
under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office as classified by age, level of education,
kinds of representatives, and participative interest in school board members. The
sample drawn by stratified random sampling consisted of 306 school board members in
schools under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office of the 2006 academic year,
divided into three groups: 64 school personnel, 155 local representatives, and 87
qualified persons. The questionnaire for this research with a reliability value of .96 and
approved by 5 experts was developed by the researcher. All completed questionnaires
were returned and were analyzed by a ready-made program to calculate percentage,
mean (i ), standard deviation (S.D.), t-test, F-test, and Scheffe’s method.

The findings were as follows:

1. the operational roles of the basic school board members in the schools
under Sing Buri Educational Service Area Office overall was rated at a high level as
follows: 1) establishment of school policy and planning, 2) approval of the schools’
annual plan, 3) approval of local school curriculum to meet the requirements of the local
people, 4) monitoring of the school plan, 5) promotion of opportunities in the service
area that assure for children quality and basic standard education, 6) protect the right in
education for disabled and special needs children, 7) suggestion and participation in
school management, 8) gathering educational resources, 9) creating a relationship
beMeen the community and schools, 10) approval of the schools’ annual report,
11) appointment of advisory board members, and 12) completion of other works as

assigned.
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2. regarding the comparison of their roles classified by age, level of
education, kinds of representatives, participative interest in school management, and
role perception in the basic school board members; it revealed that:

21 the committees with different ages participated in their roles overall
at a .01 level of significant difference. When considering each individual aspect it was
found at a .05 level of significant difference as follows: establishment of school
developmental policy and planning, monitoring school plan, and completion of other
works as assigned. Only the suggesting and participating in school management
category was not different, while the other eight aspects differed at a level of .01
significance.

29 the committees with different levels of education participated in their
roles overall at a level of .01 significant difference. When considering each individual
aspect, it was found at a .05 level of significant difference as follows: creating
relationships between the community and schools, an appointment of advisory board
members, while the other 10 aspects differed at a level of .01 significance.

2.3 the committees with different kinds of representatives participated in
their roles both overall and by each individual aspect at a level of .01 significant
~ difference.

» 24 the committees with different participative interest in school
management participated in their roles both overall and by each individual aspect at a
level of .01 significant difference.

25 the committees with different role perceptions in basic school board
rﬁembers participated in their roles both overall and by each individual aspect at a level

of .01 significant difference.
