This research aims to 1) study the satisfaction of the parén—t,s' towards the
academic administration in Municipal Schools Sing Buri Province, and 2) compare- their
satisfaction towards the administration as classified by sex, occupation, grade level of
the children, number of their children, child caring, time devoted for their children, how
children spend their free time, and school activity participation.

The 332 samples, selected through stratified random sampling, were parents
of students in the Municipal Schools, Sing Buri Province, during the 2006 academic
year. The instruments used with a reliability value of .92 were a questionnaire
constructed by the researcher with a response rate of 100 percent. The data was
analyzed by a ready-made program to calculate percentage, mean (_)Z), standard
deviation (S.D.), and F-test.

The findings indicated that:

1. the satisfaction of parents towards the academic administration in Buri
Municipal Schools categoriZed in 5 aspects: 1) curriculum administration, 2) teaching
management, 3) in-school supervision, 4) measurement and evaluation, and 5)
educational quality assurance overall was rated at a high level. The in-school
supervision was the lowest. -

2. regarding the comparison of the general satisfaction of students’ parents
towards the administration of Sing Buri Municipal Schools as classified by sex,
occupation, educational level, grade level of the students, number of their children, child
caring, time devoted for their children, how children spend their free time, helping
parents do chores, traveling to school, character, saving, school activity participation

overall showed no difference.
