This research aims to 1) compare the learning achievement on the self-
sufficiency economy philosophy for virtuousness in social studies, religion, and culture
learning substance group of Prathomsuksa 6 students using the group dynamic method
between the pre-test and the post-test, 2) compare the learning achieQement of
Prathomsuksa 6 students between using the group dynamic method and conventional
teaching, 3) compare the group work behavior titlted as mentioned above of
Prathomsuksa 6 students using the group dynamic method and conventional teaching,
and 4) compare the attitude towards living according to the self-sufficiency economy
philosophy for virtuousness in Prathomsuksa 6 students using the group dynamic
method and conventional teaching. The sample selected by simple random sampling for
2 classrooms by drawing lots: the first 39 Prathomsuksa 6/1 students were chosen as a
control group and the other 39 Prathomsuksa 6/2 students were selected as an
experimental group consisted of Prathomsuksa 6 students of Praputtabath Municipal
School, Saraburi Province during the second semester of the 2007 academic year. The
instruments used consisted of 1) a lesson plan using the group dynamic method, 2) a
lesson plan using conventional teaching, 3) a learning achievement test, 4) a group
work behavior observation form, and 5) an attitude test towards living according to the
self-sufficiency economy. The data was analyzed to calculate mean (i), standard
deviation (S.D.), and t-test.

The findings indicated that:

1. the learning achievement on the self-sufficiency economy philosophy for

virtuousness in social studies, religion and culture learning substance group of

" Prathomsuksa 6 students using the group dynamic method of the post-test was higher

__than that of the pre-test with a statistical significance of .05.

" 2. the learning achievement on the self-sufficiency economy philosophy for
_ virtuousness in social studies, religion, and culture of Prathomsuksa 6 students using
“the group dynamic method was higher than that of the students taught using
" “conventional teaching with a statistical significance of .05.
e 3. the group work behavior on the self-sufficiency economy philosophy for
virtuousness in social studies, religion, ‘and culture of Prathomsuksa 6 students using
the group dynamic method and conventional teaching was not different.
4. the attitude towards living according to the self-sufficiency economy
philosophy for virtuousness in Prathomsuksa 6 students using the group dynamic
method was higher than that of the conventional teaching with a statistical significance

of .05. .
