The research aims to study the roles of administrators in basic school
~curriculum development under Phetchabun Educational Service Area Office 3 in 4
steps: basic data analysis, curriculum development, curriculum implementation, and
curriculum evaluation, and compare their roles in the basic school curriculum
development as classified by administrators’ status, heads of academic affairs,
teachers, and members of basic school board.

- The sample used consisted of 588 administrators, heads of academic affairs,
teachers, and members of basic school board under Phetchabun Educational Service
Area Office 3. The instrument used was a set of questionnaires of 0.96 reliability and

approved by experts. The data was analyzed by a ready-made program to calculate

percentage, mean (;), standard deviation (S.D.), and One-Way ANOVA.

The findings indicated that:

1. the roles of administrators in basic school curriculum development under
Phetchabun Educational Service Area Office 3 overall and in 4 steps were rated at a
high level in descending order of roles: curriculum development, curriculum
implementation, basic data analysis and curriculum evaluation respectively.

2. school administrators, heads of academic affairs, teachers and members
of basic school board of different education level, and of different school size showed
different opinions on the roles of the administrators in basic school curriculum
development at .05 level of statistical significance. However, when comparing according

to the roles in schools and work experience, it showed no difference.
