This research aims to 1) study the students’ parents’ opinions towards the
academic administration in basic schools under Suphan Buri Educational Service Area
Office 3, 2) compare their opinions according to their gender, age, level of education,
occupation, income, and relation with their students. The 400 samples used selected
using stratified random sampling were the parents of the students of basic schools in
Suphan Buri Educational Service Area Office 3 during the 2006 academic year. The
instruments used with a reliability value of .96 was a questionnaire, constructed by the
researcher with a response rate of 100 percent which were analyzed to calculate
percentage, mean (i), standard deviation (S.D.) t-test, and F-test.

The findings showed that:

1. the parents’ opinions towa_rds the academic administration in basic schools
under Suphan Buri Educational Service Area Office 3 categorized in 8 aspects: school
curriculum development, learning process development, measurement and evaluation,
research for developing educational quality, innovational and technological media
development for education, learning-source development, in-school quality assurance
systematic development, and academic support and encouragement to person, family,
organization, authority, and other-institutions which organized the education overall of 8
categories had a high average value. The average value of innovational and
technological media development for education was the lowest.

2. the overall comparison of the parents’ opinions mentioned before as
classified by gender, age, level of education, occupation, monthly income, and relation

with their students was not different.
