The purposes of this study were 1) to study the level of the states and
guidelines of parent. 2) to study the guidelines of parent participation in educational
management of Taipikun School. 3) to compare the parental participations states and
guidelines educational management 4) to study the problems and guidelines in
educational management of Taipikun School The Population consisted of 485 student
parents ofTaipikun School and 4 administrators and stakeholders. The samples were
214 student parents of Taipikun School. The research instrument were the
questionnaire about the states and guidelines of parent participation in educational
management and interview form about the problems and guidelines of educational
management as perceived by Administrators and stakeholders. The obtained data were
analyzed by percentage mean standara deviation one way ANOVA content analysis.
Findings are as follows:

1. As a whole the state of parents participation in educational management
aspect was at a high level. When classified by each aspect was found that school and
home relationship aspect was at a high level. Participations state toward foliow up
students achievement aspect was secondary . Participations state in the students
activities budget support and policys plan aspect were at a moderate.

2. As a whole the guidelines of parent participation in educational management
Aspect was at a high level.

3. Overall the parents participation state when classified by age occupation the
Educational blackground were not satatistically significant different at 0.05 level. As a
whole the parents whose income monthly and the group of parents whose children in

different grade level were statistically significant different at .05

4. From these 5 aspects of problems in state of parents participation in
educational management it could be concluded that most of the parents were limited by
their time knowledge and policys plan The participation guidelines were giving more

chances to parents in order to share their opinions and distribute newsletters schools

plan and policy.
